However, it is not nearly flexible
enough to cover all frequencies! This means that the vast majotitg of
time we are not singing at the resonant frequency of our vocal mecha-
nism.

Remember from part Il (March issue) that when we sing, we produce not
only a single frequency, but many harmonics which are integer multiples
of the fundamental frequency. While we may not be able to hit the reso-
nant frequency directly, some of the harmonics may be close to the reso-
nant frequencies and therefore increase in volume, affecting our tone or

timbre.
