All instruments, including the human voice,

produce a mixture of frequencies ...

Before we can understand overtones, we need to koavething about
the human voice. When we sing a note, we do ramtyme only a single
frequency. All instruments, including the humarceo produce a mix-
ture of frequencies which are integer multipleshef fundamental fre-
guency. For example, if someone sings an A beldddim C (220 Hz),
he is also producing frequencies of 440, 660, 8200, 1320, etc. These
frequencies are called the harmonics* of the note.

Now suppose another singer sings a perfect fifdtvathat A, which
would be the E above middle C (330 Hz). The hain®oaf this note
are 660, 990, 1320, etc. Notice that some harrsarfithe E coincide
with some harmonics of the A: namely 660, 1320, these happen to
be the harmonics of the E an octave above the eimg sung. So when
A and E are sung together (in tune!), another Baave up materializes
out of thin air. This E is our overtone.

Depending on the interval between the singers's)dkee overtone may
be much higher than the notes being sung. Itheilguite obvious that
neither singer is singing that note.

The next time you get a chance, listen for the tovexs. If you hear
them, you will know that the chord is perfectlytime.

(*In non-barbershop circles, harmonics are also stmes known as over-
tones, which can be confusing since the two coaa@ptso closely related.)
